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2023 Wisconsin Act 235, also known as the Judicial
Privacy Act or Daniel's Law, provides privacy
protections for judicial officers and their immediate
families. It allows judicial officers to request that
certain personal information, like residential
addresses, be shielded from public disclosure and
removed from public display. The act aims to
reduce the risk of threats and violence against
judicial officers and their families.



Wisconsin Senate Bill 175 in 2025 relates to reducing
local building permit fees for certain improvements to
the primary residences of disabled veterans. Specific
ally, the bill aims to reduce these fees by 75% or

$500, whichever is less. The bill passed the Senate
Committee and i1s now moving to the full Senate and
Assembly for consideration.

3. That the improvements are necessary to accommodate a disability of
the disabled veteran.
4. That the residence is owned by the disabled veteran or a caretaker of
the disabled veteran.
